Dr. Sue Fort White has served the Middle Tennessee community in many different capacities over the past 25 years, most recently as executive director of the Our Kids Center. Since taking on the role of executive director in 2006, Sue has been integral in growing the center, which provides medical and crisis counseling support to children and families impacted by sexual abuse. Under her leadership, the center has expanded to a 44-county service area, with three additional satellite clinics in Middle Tennessee.
Her work with the Our Kids Center stems from her professional and community life commitment to advocating for disenfranchised populations. That commitment is evident through her work with organizations such as the Davidson County Department of Children Services, the Oasis Center and the Women’s Fund of The Community Foundation of Middle Tennessee, of which she was a founding member. Sue also served as a member and president of the YWCA board, and was a part of the core team that first embraced fighting domestic violence as a central mission of the organization.
Not only has Sue been a leader in community outreach organizations in Middle Tennessee, she has also taken individual initiative to create positive changes for others’ lives. From 1986 to 2003, Sue spearheaded a mission that would save the future of a woman named Diane Grooms, whose sentence of life plus 180 years did not match her crime of passive accomplice to armed robbery. When the mission to commute Diane’s sentence finally succeeded, Sue mobilized the Middle Tennessee community to help Diane re-establish herself as a self-supporting, contributing member of society. Sue continues to make an impact on others through her professional life, community involvement and personal outreach. 
Sue holds a Bachelor’s degree from the University of Tampa and her Master’s and Doctorate of Education and Human Development from George Peabody College for Teachers.  She lives in Nashville with her husband, Steve, and children, Jesse and Sarah.
